About Symposium
The planet Earth hosts a rich biodiversity owing to its suitable environmental conditions for life and at larger scale it is regarded a major ecosystem. Healthy existence of living organisms in this ecosystem depends on proper functioning of all the associated environmental factors. So since millennia living organisms have well adapted themselves to survive/thrive under a limited range of environmental conditions. Nevertheless previous history of the Earth and fossil records indicate that the biodiversity housed by the planet Earth has experienced five major catastrophic extinctions due to some physical environmental changes. Even currently it is undergoing sixth major extinction mainly due to anthropogenic activities. The human activities are proving a dual menace for biodiversity. It, on the one hand it is causing habitat loss through intensive deforestation, conversion of different natural plant communities for agriculture, urbanization and industrialization, and on the other side, it is resulting in habitat degradation by polluting both terrestrial and aquatic ecosystems by emitting air pollutants resulting in acid rain, ozone depletion and global warming, heavy metal contamination, and eutrophication of water bodies. As a result, healthy existence of both terrestrial and aquatic ecosystems and their associated biodiversity has been altogether threatened.  Worldwide efforts are underway to conserve the threatened ecosystems and their related biodiversity. A number of international conventions also have been held to conserve natural ecosystems. Pakistan being a signatory of these conventions has its obligation to join hands with international community to conserve the endangered ecosystems within as well as outside its bounds.

About Faisalabad

In 1886 from the plains of Rachna Doab arose a town called Lyallpur, named after Sir James B. Lyall, Governor of Punjab (1887-1892).The name of the city was changed to Faisalabad in 1977 in commemoration of King Faisal Bin Abdul Aziz of Saudi Arabia who was a great lover of Muslim world. In 1906, the Punjab Agriculture College was founded. The college became a University in 1961. Faisalabad city has a number of world renowned research and educational institutions namely Nuclear Institute for Agriculture and Biology (NIAB), National Institute for Biotechnology and Genetic Engineering (NIBGE), University of Agriculture (UAF), Ayub Agricultural Research Institute (AARI), Punjab Forestry Research Institute (PFRI), and Punjab Medical College (PMC), etc. Faisalabad is the third largest city in Pakistan with a population of about 4 million. Faisalabad district endowed by nature with a rich soil, aided by an efficient irrigation system, has earned a name for agricultural productivity.
